I would love for our school to know about Guide Dogs’ Fund Race event, with its free assembly about inclusion and a sporting challenge to build empathy with those living with the challenge of sight loss. The resources were developed by teachers working with Guide Dogs and are curriculum-linked and inspection-friendly. The assembly video shares the experience of a young person living with sight loss; a fantastic way to start important conversations about disability and inclusion. The Fund Race learning experience then builds to a sporting challenge with a twist - every participant is blindfolded and uses a rope or partner as their guide. After taking part, our school would get to display a Guide Dogs Champion for Active Inclusion accreditation sticker.

Fund Race is aimed at awareness but is also a chance to raise vital funds, even by asking for a pound in the pot to take part. Raising just £29 through Fund Race could pay for one of the 28,000 children with vision impairment in the UK to have an hour of support with one of Guide Dogs’ habilitation specialists, so they can learn a range of skills and do all the same things as their friends.

There is even a free Guide Dogs speaker service that would visit us to inspire students ahead of the event, with the possibility of meeting one of their amazing dogs.
